Annexure A

AARTO in a Nutshell

On committing a road traffic violation, the following procdures are applicable in terms of the Administrative
Adjudication of Road Traffic Offences Act, No. 46 of 1998 (AARTO):
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— Traffic Offence - Driver arrested
Summons issued for Offender to be tried in court : if guilty : fine, jail sentence or both OR

—» Infringement Notice - Served on driver/owner

Payment of penalty within 32 days:
(a) Minor infringement : Pay the penalty & qualify for a discount.
Option : to forward a representation to the Agency, in which case there will be no discount .
(a representation fee will be payable if the representation is rejected).
(b) Maijor Infringement : Pay the penalty & qualify for a discount.
(No option for representations in the case of major infringements)
On receipt of a payment, the applicable demerit points will be allocated to the records of the
Infringer on the Contravention Register on NaTIS and he or she will be informed on (i) the points
allocated, (ii) the total number of points accumulated to date and (iii) the number of points
remaning before his or her driving licence, PrDP or operator card will be suspended.

Or alternative responding options within 32 days:

(c) Apply to pay in installments, no discount applicable - submit application to the Agency.
(d) Identify driver, name, ID, address, etc - notify the Agency.

(e) Elect to follow court procedure - notify the Agency.

— Courtesy Letter - Served on driver/owner

Will be served for failure to satisfactory respond to an Infringement Notice.
Requirement : Pay the penalty in full within a further period of 32 days, no discount
applicable, plus the fee for the Courtesy Letter.

Or alternative responding options within 32 days:
(a) Apply to pay penalty in installments, no discount - submit application to the Agency.
(b) Identify driver, name, ID, address, etc - notify the Agency.

—p Enforcement Order - Served to driver/owner

Will be issued for : (i) failure to respond to a Courtesy Letter or (ii) failure to appear in Court or
following a Notice on (iii) insufficient payment or (iv) payment by dishonoured cheque or (v)
inadequate payment of monthly installments.

Automatic allocation of demerit points will accompany an Enforcement Order and no driving
licence, PrDP or vehicle licence disc will be issued until the Order has been complied with.
Infringer will be warned that non-compliance will lead to a Warrant being issued.
Requirement : Pay penalty in full within a further 32 days, no discount applicable, plus fees
for Courtesy Letter, Enforcement Order and Representation, if applicable.

Alternative responding option available within 32 days:
Submit a satisfactory and fully motivated application for revocation of Enforcement Order.

— Warrant - handed to Sheriff for execution

Will be served for non-compliance with an Enforcement Order and handed to a Sheriff for
execution, which will include:
(a) Seizure of movable property of Infringer and selling thereof to defray costs
(full penalty & fees for Courtesy Letter, Enforcement Order, Warrant & Sheriff costs); and
(b) Seizure of driving licence or PrDP of Infringer and defacing thereof; and
(c) Seizure of licence disc of motor vehicle of Infringer and defacing thereof; and
(d) If applicable, seizure operator card and defacing thereof; and
(e) Immobilisation of the vehicle/s of which the Infringer is the owner; and
(f) Reporting of the Infringer to credit bureau.
